Ordinance Adopting Road Names and Number Ranges

SUBJECT AREA: Legal

ACTION REQUESTED: The Board of Commissioners is Requested to Hold a Public Hearing and Adopt
Four New Number Ranges and One New Road Name in the Washington Acres Subdivision.

HISTORY/BACKGROUND: Under the authority and provision of the General Statutes of North
Carolina, Chapter 153A-239.1, a county may, by ordinance, reassign street numbers. The statute requires
that a public hearing be held on the matter.

According to Article I, Section 103 of the Pender County Property Addressing and Display Ordinance, as
conditions merit, such official numbers may be changed upon proper official notice to the property owner
and public agencies.

The current addressing makes it impossible for the CAD (Computer Aided Dispatch) to give correct cross
streets. If the CAD map places a 911 call in the wrong street segment this would increase response time.

EVALUATION:

A) Public Notification: The public hearing notice has run in the Pender Post and the Topsail Voice,
has been placed in the county courthouse, and has been placed in the appropriate post offices. The
public hearing signs have also been posted at the entrances of each affected roadway.

B) Compliance: The new proposed number ranges were reviewed by the Pender County Road Naming
Committee and were found to be in compliance with the Pender County Road Naming Ordinance
and the Pender County Property Addressing/Display Ordinance.

O Description: All of the new number ranges are located in the Washington Acres Subdivision.
There are approximately 42 residents that will be affected by this addressing change.

(See attached road location maps.) (Blue dots represent addresses to be changed.)
D) Other Considerations: Problems with current addressing are as follows:

1. Pine Street was addressed in reverse order. (Highlighted in green.)

2. Hughes Road has overlapping street segments. (Highlighted in purple.)

3. Circle Drive has overlapping street segments and the numbers are inconsistent across from
each other. (Highlighted in pink.)

4. Battery Lane is an easement off of Circle Drive with more than 3 families thus requiring a
new road name and number range. (Highlighted in yellow.)
